Assessment 

Overview:
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Over the past several weeks, we have learned about the beautiful and diverse continent of Africa.  In studying Rwanda, Sudan and South Africa we have learned that each country in Africa has its own unique history that gives it its own special identity.   In addition to studying these specific countries, we also studied the colonial history of Africa through the Scramble for Africa and analyzing the poem, “White Man’s Burden.”  In watching the TED talk, “Danger of a Single Story,” we learned that in the minds of many in the USA, Africa often falls into a single story.  Africa more than Ebola, The Lion King, Madagascar and Safaris!  We know that having an incomplete view of a place does not honor its people or its history. · Write a song and perform it live or on video
· Write a poem
· Create a graphic novel

· Write AND send a letter to one of the people we studied in this unit

· Create a scrapbook

· Make a children’s book

· Research a topic that interests you and organize your research into a format of your choosing

· Design and create a t-shirt
